
DENSITY OVERVIEW

Section 2.5 of the  East Paskapoo Area Structure Plan (EPASP) indicates the residential density and desired 
sensitivity of residential development as follows:

a)  “Considering the extent of developable land in East Paskapoo Slopes, a basic residential density of 2.5 units 
per hectare (1.0 unit per acre) is considered appropriate in the Environmentally Signi�cant Area.

In the escarpment fringe area, development proposals demonstrating exceptional sensitivity to the environ-
ment may be granted an additional density of 1.25 units per hectare (0.5 unit per acre)”

b)  “Density transfer is encouraged from the  central portion of the escarpment to the fringe areas, also with an 
increase of 1.25 units per hectare (0.5 unit per acre)
